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WHAT IS IT THAT YOU HUNGER FOR?

“Jesus said to his disciples, ‘| have food to eat that you do not know about.”” (In. 4: 32)

The Lenten season is upon us once again. It is a season whose very name conjures images in our minds
and spirits of cleansing and renewal, springtime and struggle, resurrection and rejoicing. It is indeed the
season that leads us into the central celebration of our faith, our redemption, and our liturgy. Without
Lent there can be no Easter! “No cross, no crown.”

During this time in the life of our world, our country, our city, our community and ourselves — a time when
we as

a global community, individually and collectively, are being challenged by hungers that cover the gamut of
our

human psyches and existence — our thoughts and discussions during this Lenten season will turn toward
issues of hunger. Using the gospel story of Jesus and his disciples feeding 5,000 people with five loaves
and two fish (Matthew 14: 13-21), our Lenten Wednesday discussions and homilies will center around
what it is that we are hungry for; identifying both the positive and negative consequences of what we hun-
ger for; what it is that would satisfy or cease our hungers; and how we can be substantially involved in not
only the feeding or cessation of our own hungers, but also the feeding or cessation of the hungers of the
world.

| have emphasized the words in the preceding paragraph “and his disciples” because we often as disciples
tend to leave all the feeding to Jesus. We are satisfied with our Sunday prayers that ask Jesus to make
sure the hungry are fed, or to take away from us our hungers for destructive things, and we try to get
away with not being involved in the answers to our prayers. This Lenten season we hope to get more in
touch with our own hungers, and how we can be involved with the hungers and the feeding of the world.

What we also hope to get in touch with are the resources at our disposal that we often forget about, or
don’t really believe are there. Jesus once told his disciples sitting at a well in Samaria that he had food to
eat that they did not know about. As believing Christians, we have resources that we often forget about.
Resources that come from our spirituality and our faith; from our compassion and our collaboration; from
our leadership and our love. The world around us is hungry for all of these things and more. And so are
we.

Health Kits are now called PERSONAL CARE KITS. Included in these kits are the following items:

One light or medium weight bath size towel (52” x 27”) *dark colors recommended
Two bath-size bars of soap (4 to 5 0z.) (Any brand in original wrapping)

One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging

One sturdy comb, remove packaging

One metal nail clippers (remove packaging)

We will be collecting these items each month for Personal Care Kits. A basket is available for your items on the
bottom shelf of the bookcase, across from the bulletin board. This collection is on a voluntary basis only. Last year
Lake Edge sent 80 Health Kits to Lutheran World Relief. Thank you for your support.

SCHOOL KITS are still called School Kits, BUT they now must be in a STURDY DRAWSTRING, BACKPACK-STYLE
